Symptomatic persons with:
e Fever, Cough, Chills, Repeated shaking with chills, muscle pain,
headache, sore throat, new loss of taste or smell.
Asymptomatic persons:
e Persons over age 65
e Those with a chronic medical condition
e Essential workers, which includes janitorial, security, airport,
government, health care, food and grocery, and more.
This is in addition to testing of symptomatic and asymptomatic
individuals in congregate institutional settings.
